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“A Short History of Bowling”

| was flipping through the channels on TV the ottiay and noticed that the movie
Kingpin was showing again. This movie, if you haveeen it, exaggerated a lot about
the sport of bowling and at times made fun oftisdems like many of the movies on TV
or at the theater that include bowling, usuallytyr bowlers as either goofy, strange, or
candidates for AA; when in reality, bowling wasoake time the game of kings.

Just for the fun of it, | did some research ongpert and came up with some interesting
information. | am not completely sure as to whetremot it is all valid information, but
most of it came from more than one source. To befim bowling is actually one of the
oldest sports around. The original forms of therspave gone through a few
transformations to become the sport we know todhg. earliest evidence of bowling
came from an anthropologist’s retrieval of objenta grave in Egypt. These objects,
along with other items, were determined to haveefom a time back in the year 3200
BC. I wonder if three strikes in a row were calgetiirkey or maybe a camel.........
Seriously though, that was a long time ago.

Other historians cite the fact that maybe bowlitagted in Germany in about 300 AD.
This was still many centuries ago. The first tineevbng was mentioned in anything
written down was in the year 1366. It seems thagktdward Il banned the sport
because he wanted his army to spend more timei@nactheir archery skills. Yet, in
spite of that, the sport grew in popularity acrBssope. In Italy they played bocce ball,
in France a game called pentanque, and in Englenddid lawn bowling all of which
are precursors of the game we now participateherd wasn’t much information as to
when the sport started in the United States, ltduld imagine that some of the early
settlers brought what they knew of the game widmntton their travels here.

In the story of Rip Van Winkle, he alludes to wakump to the sound of ninepins which
was probably another early form of the game. Tobdawling is an organized sport
which has become more sophisticated than ever. $vinaat about it is the fact that
almost every age can participate. The childrenstart out with bumpers in the channels,
handicapped bowlers can use ramps, older bowlerd@# with a shorter approach and
lighter balls, and the rest of us just do it oumomay. The best part is that so many
people continue to have fun. Let’s hope that thet actor doesn’t get in the way of
things and that our sport will still be around da@t5000 years!
